FLUTE FINGERINGS by Nestor Herszbaum

With the ongoing improvements the flute has
undergone in the 20th century it is possible to play
higher notes more and more easily. The range of the
flute extends up to F# today (there is even a fingering
for high G), and it will probably keep expanding as
more flutists experiment with fingerings.

Forth octave notes like C, C# and D have been
in the solo and orchestral repertoire for many years but
sometimes it is surprising to find out that there are
several pieces written that also use D#, E and F. Some
famous pieces that use the high F are the Sonatina by
Pierre Boulez and Halil by Leonard Bernstein. ‘As
composers are increasingly using these pitches we must
challenge ourselves to learn them.

: Here is some advice for practicing these notes:
Make sure that the fingering is correct and try to
memorize the fingering. Turn the flute out with most of
the embouchure hole uncovered. Set the embouchure
and play ff or fff without tonguing. Good luck !
